ARTICLE 6.          Case #15:3278  Mark Bennett 
                             Public Hearing                              
                             Property Address:   7690 Cascade Road 

Requested Action:  The Applicant is requesting a variance to construct an addition to 
the house that does not meet the minimum 50 foot front yard setbacks.  They also are 
seeking a variance to have one additional accessory structure. 

 
Community Development Director Peterson introduced the case.  The reason for the 
variance is that there is a 50’ front yard setback requirement on Cascade Road.  The 
existing building does not meet the setback requirement and they would like to add an 
attached garage.  The way we deal with non-conforming buildings is that we require 
that any additions meet the current setback requirements or they require a variance.  
Also included in the variance request is a proposed accessory building.  A parcel this size 
is permitted one detached building.  We define any structure as having a roof that is 
impervious to weather as a building.  
 
In regards to the setbacks, the neighboring property to the north is closer to the right of 
way than the Applicant.  A home across the street is also within the 50’ front yard 
setback.   The right of way has expanded since these homes were built in the 1930’s.   I 
don’t feel that what they are proposing is out of line in terms of the setback variance as 
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the structure is behind the front of the house.  There are others in the neighborhood 
that have the same set up.   
 
I am recommending approval of the setback variance but not recommending approval 
of the additional building. There was an identical case on Briarcliff, a few years ago, and 
how we dealt with it was they made the area around the pool as a “trellis.”  They had 
some openings on the roof, so they could have shade and cover from the weather, but it 
didn’t meet our definition of a building.  It would cause a problem in other areas if we 
allowed for the garage building on the site.  Recommending approval for the variance 
for the building addition for the garage and deny request for the additional building, 
although I think the building can be accommodated if it was made to be like a “trellis” 
with some openings in the roof. 
 
Member McDonald asked if the building in front of the pool, the existing lean-to will be 
renovated.  Director Peterson stated that is the case and they get one detached 
building, we define a structure, even if it doesn’t have walls enclosing it but has a roof 
impervious to weather, is considered a building.  
 
Chairman Casey asked the applicant to come forward with comments. 
 
Mark Bennett 7690 Cascade Rd, owner of the property, the most important reason for 
the accessory building is to get out of the sun.  We are looking for an open air structure 
so you can get out of the sun, nothing big just to get out of the heat.  The attached 
garage needs to be changed if we can’t get the other building approved.  It is a large 
expense and big project.  We have been in the house since the 1980’s and would like to 
stay, however if this doesn’t get approved we will rethink our options. 
 
Member Casey suggests that he talk to Director Peterson, as we can only give you the 
minimal variance.  Member McDonald understands the sun and heat issue and wonders 
if a pergola would be a good compromise.  Mr. Bennett agrees. 
 
Member McDonald made a motion to open the Public Hearing.  Second by Member 
Berra.   Motion passes 6-0. 
 
Chairman Casey asked anyone with comments to come forward. 
 
 
Member Berra made a motion to close the Public Hearing.  Second by Member 
Waalkes.  Motion passes 6-0. 
 
Member McDonald moves to approve the variance to construct the addition to the 
house even though it does not meet the minimum 50 ft. yard setback, but based on 
the Findings of Facts from Staff, deny the request for the additional building because 
they have another option like the one Director Peterson suggested.  Member Berra 
supports. Motion passes 6-0. 
 
 
 
              

ARTICLE 7.          Case #15:3280 Advantage Label 
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                             Public Hearing                              
                             Property Address:   5575 Executive Parkway SE  

Requested Action:  The Applicant is seeking a variance to allow a sign closer to the road 
than permitted. 
 
Director Peterson introduced the case.  If you look closely on the plan you will see that 
the sign for the new building is adjacent to the right of way.  Meadowbrook Business 
Park is a P.U.D. and we default the sign regulations to the industrial zoning 
requirements, 5 feet tall 25 feet back from the right of way and 80 sq. feet maximum.  
Those are the setback requirements, this project did just receive Site Plan Approval from 
the Planning Commission that is the location of the sign that was on the Site Plan.  We 
don’t approve signs as part of Site Plan Approval, that is a separate permit process and 
this has caused confusion over the years with applicants.  This might have been the case 
for this circumstance.  I did write in the Staff Report based on the size of the lot it looks 
like the size will be limited to 52 Sq. Ft. 5 Ft. tall, they are not asking for any variances in 
regards to that, it is simply the location, it is a zero setback for the sign setback.  If you 
look at Meadowbrook Business Park, the right of way in the industrial area is quite large, 
I think we are dealing with 100 Ft. of right of way,  in the typical residential subdivision 
the right of way is 66 Ft.  When I met with the contractor we were going over some 
other signs out in Meadowbrook, tonight they gave me an inventory of some others that 
they found in the neighborhood that are less than the 25 Ft.  Meadowbrook is a mixed 
bag, there is signage that is closer than 25 Ft.  The property right across has a sign that is 
closer, and I could not find a permit for that particular sign.  There are some other signs 
that are not meeting our requirements, I caution that you do not take measurements 
from the curb as we take the measurements from the right of way. I generally agree 
there is a mixed bag of signs in Meadowbrook that are closer than 25 Ft. to the right of 
way.  I would view any irregularity out in Meadowbrook, not as a result of regulations 
changing over the years, but simply staff not checking where signs were or not having a 
permit at all and just putting a sign out.  I am concerned about permitting a sign 
especially with a zero setback.  There is opportunity on this site to back that off from the 
right of way a little bit.  They have a 25 ft.  buffer yard from the right of way to the edge 
of their parking lot.  They couldn’t meet our setback requirement without putting the 
sign in the parking lot but there is ample room to move it away from the right of way 
even if you went to a 15 Ft. or 10 Ft. setback, which would be much more palatable in 
terms of any exceptions out there.  I am recommending a denial of the variance as it is 
applied for, but I can see an exception being something less than 25 Ft.  
 
Member McDonald asked if in the Meadowbrook P.U.D. there were any stipulations on  
signs or did the ordinance override those.  Director Peterson states that it was a default 
to the Industrial Zoning District, which kicks you to the sign ordinance.  The current sign 
ordinance was done in the late 90’s, Meadowbrook was done in the 80’s.   
 
Member Waalkes says that the right up says that it is 2 Ft. off of the right of way and 
there is 25 Ft. between the parking lot and the right of way, so there is about 25   Ft. 
space to work with.  They cannot get 25 Ft. off of the right of way without moving the 
parking lot back.  Director Peterson states that the only other option is to put the sign 
way up in the corner behind the front of the parking lot.     
 
Member McDonald stated for clarification that there is an extenuating circumstance in 
this case as they would have to move a parking lot in order to meet the setback 
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requirement.  Director Peterson concurred.  Member Berra asked if there is a safety 
issue if they have the sign on the property line.  Director Peterson says it is not because 
of the larger right of way. 
 
Chairman Casey asked the Applicant to come forward with comments. 
 
Brandon Hartel, Wolverine Building Group Project Manager, we are looking for a 
variance for the sign setback.  We took measurements of all the signs that are in the 
area.  Our sign location is in the middle of the property, it is landscaped with flower 
beds and large Maple trees.  With the sign located back further, it will not be visible 
from the street.  It is ideal where it is located, he refers to the drawing.  We received a 
letter from the Meadowbrook Business Park recommending approval on our behalf.  We 
are asking for approval of the sign variance setback. 
 
Todd Geglio,  Advantage Label, would like to have the sign fit in and have conformity. 
 
Member Berra asked the width of the sign. The applicant replies that it is approximately 
8 Ft. Member Berra agrees that the sign fit in and try to meet as much of the ordinance 
as possible, yet not disadvantage one property to the others by not having the sign be 
visible.   
 
Member McDonald appreciates that they have come to the Township to request the 
variance. He wondered if a 10 Ft. setback would be enough, as we are trying to find a 
way to provide a variance less than 25 Ft. with the exceptional conditions that would 
justify granting such a variance for future applicants.  Member McDonald suggests 
either approving the 10 Ft. setback or table it. 
The applicant would prefer to take the 10 Ft. setback option as they would like to 
complete the work before the weather sets in. Member Berra wants to reiterate that if 
the variance is approved at 10 Ft. the applicant has to work with that number. If they 
table it they can analyze it and come back with the exact number that they need.   

 
Member McDonald made a motion to open the Public Hearing.  Second by Member 
Berra.   Motion passes 6-0. 
 
Chairman Casey asked anyone with comments to come forward.  No one wished to 
speak at the Public Hearing and Director Peterson stated that he had a letter from 
Meadowbrook Business Park. 
 
Member McDonald made a motion to close the Public Hearing.  Second by Member 
Berra.  Motion passes 6-0. 
 
Member McDonald made a motion to provide a variance to allow a sign closer to the 
road than permitted but no closer than 10 Ft.  Second by Member Milliken.  Motion 
passes 6-0.

ARTICLE 6.      Case #15-3279  Anchor Properties 
 Property Address:  5121 & 5161 28th Street  

 Requested Action:  The Applicant is requesting site plan approval for a 790 sq. 
ft. addition to the rear of the building. 

 
 Director Peterson presented the case.   This site was most recently a mattress 

store and prior to that it was Perkins restaurant.  This is on the north side of 28th 
Street and just west of the highway.  The addition is to square off the building.  
One of the setbacks is less than 50’ and they did receive a variance for that.  In 
addition to the change of use on the non-conforming site, there are other non- 
conformities with buffer yards around the perimeter of the site and building 
setbacks along the west and north property lines. The Zoning Board of Appeals 
has approved variances.  They have improved the site plan by increasing the 
green scape and reducing some of the parking area.  The parking calculations 
show they have 74 parking spaces and they need 68. They meet our parking 
requirements. They are turning the site into a restaurant that will be both a 
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Coney Island and a Pizza establishment.  They will be two separate facilities.  This 
expansion is over 5% so it must come before the Planning Commission.  

  
The conditions that I am requesting for approval are the following: 

 The agreement to share the directional sign 

 Assurance that the service drive will remain open. 

 Landscaping Bond of $5,000.   

 Storm Water Maintenance Agreement.   
 

Member Lewis asked if there had been any car counts on the service road.  
Director Peterson stated that car counts have not been done at this site.  This is 
why we are requiring the road to remain open.  The other businesses have 
easements to use this service drive.   
 
Member Williams asked if the drive behind is set for parking spaces.  Director 
Peterson stated that there is still room for two-way traffic.   

 
 Chairman Pennington asked the Applicant to come forward with any comments. 
 
 Todd Stuive, Exxcel Engineering, came forward on behalf of the Applicant.  

Basically the whole sight is getting a face-lift and renovation from the building to 
the parking lot.  We are making some significant improvements to the aesthetics 
of the building and the functionality of the parking lot.  Most notably the changes 
to the front of the building.  The issue of the access easement with the service 
drive and McDonalds, there is a reciprocal easement in place that covers the 
legalities of the access points.  The parking along the north is for employee 
parking.  We have added .1 acres of greenspace.  There will be a doorway on the 
east and north of the building for one tenant and access doors on the south side 
for the additional tenant.  

 
 Chairman Pennington asked about the outdoor seating.  The Applicant stated that 

there could be seasonal outdoor seating. 
 
 Member Lewis stated for clarification there would be a Coney Island restaurant 

on one side and a Pizza restaurant on the other side.  Will they be stand alone?  
The Applicant stated that the restaurants will be stand alone with the Coney 
Island on the east side and the Pizza Restaurant to the west.  We have reviews 
and approvals from the Fire Dept., the Township Engineer and the Kent County 
Drain Commission.  There is significant county drain through the sight which 
required their approval.  The conditions that were set by the Zoning Board and 
the recommendations by Director Peterson have been agreed upon as well.   

   
                          Member Rissi made a motion for Case 15:3279 to make a favorable 

recommendation or approval of the site plan with the following conditions: 
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 Submit a Landscaping Bond of $5,000; 

 The access drive is to remain open 

 Allow for Drury Hotels to share directional sign 

 Sign and record the Storm Water Maintenance Agreement. 
  Support by Member Waalkes.   Motion carried 8-0. 
 
ARTICLE 7.      Case #15-3282  Thornapple Pointe 
 Property Address:  7280 48th Street SE  

 Requested Action:  The Applicant is requesting tentative preliminary approval of 
a new platd subdivision for 21 single family detached homes. 

 
 Director Peterson presented the case.  This is important as this part of the 

procedure does grant the developer some rights.  The process is tentative 
preliminary as we will make a recommendation to the Township Board and the 
Board will hold a meeting and then it will come back to the Planning Commission 
for further approvals for preliminary Plat approval.  This is on 48th Street on the 
south side of the road just east of M-6 across from Thornapple Point Golf Course.  
There are 21 lots on public roads.  Because these are public roads, the Road 
Commission allows more homes on a dead-end road than we do.  We allow 19 
homes on a dead-end street, and the Road Commission allows up to 75.  Our 
Subdivision Ordinance allows for several different types of subdivision. They are 
choosing the 25% Open Space subdivision.  We calculate density by removing all 
unusable land such as roads, steep slopes, etc. and then do the density 
calculations as to how many lots you are allowed.  They are meeting our 
regulations and are not asking for any variances or exceptions.  This area is zoned 
R-1, Master Plan Suburban Residential.  This is our typical residential zoning.  This 
area does not have utilities and will have private well and septic.  While it is close 
to the river, it will not have access to the river.  There are no Capital Improvement 
projects as a result of this project.  The 25% Open Space Subdivision comes with a 
minimum of 40,000 sq. ft. lots.  The lots range from 40,000 sq. ft. to 56,000 sq. ft. 
so their plan meets our lot size requirements and density. They will have to 
provide more information from the Road Commission and the Health Department 
for the next step of the process.  We would ask them to enter into an agreement 
that if/when utilities are available that they would be a yes vote for a special 
assessment district for those utilities.  Residential subdivisions must have a 
statement within their private deed restrictions with a recognition of the airport 
and the noise that is associated with it.  The Plat procedure approval process 
would grant them one year approval of the layout of this subdivision if the 
Township Board were to approve your recommendation.  I am recommending 
approval of their tentative preliminary Plat to the Township Board with five 
conditions: 

 They meet the rest of the requirements for the final preliminary Plat approval.   

 We will need a copy of the Private Deed Restriction Agreement that includes 
the airport recognition statement.  
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 We will need the Special Assessment Agreement.   

 We do require subdivisions to have street lights and street trees and we will 
need a plan to show this will be completed.   

 We also will need a block grading plan which shows that they put thought into 
how the lots will drain. 

 
 Member Mead asked if the subdivision developed with the end of the public 

roads with a stubbed out lot reserved for future road purposes.  Are these 
actually going to the property line?  Director Peterson stated that the right of way 
is stubbed out to the property line.  The Road Commission may require some sort 
of temporary cul-de-sac.  What we prohibit is for people to stop short of the 
property line and have a reserve strip that would not give access to the property 
line so you will not have a problem later on if someone else wants to connect.   
Member Mead wondered if since this is a Subdivision vs Site Condominium, is 
there a requirement for an Association Board with regard to the open space?  
Director Peterson replied that the township would not require that.  The open 
space would traditionally stay with the developer or another entity.  Our 
intention for the open space is that would not be developed or used for anything.   

 
                          Member Williams askes who pays the taxes on the open space.  Director Peterson 

states that there are no taxes because there is no value the property. Discussion 
continues, the result being that the township will ask the applicant to supply 
them with ownership to the open space area. 

  
                           Member Rissi asks that on the west side, where they have the stub that ends at 

the lot line, wouldn’t we require a cul-de-sac.  Director Peterson states that it is a 
public road so it is the Road Commissions call.  

 
                           Chairman Pennington asks if the applicant come forward with any comments.  
                   
                           Dave Hanco,  Veenstra and Assoc. as far as the ownership of the open space, 

because this is a Plat, it gets recorded at the State and goes through a stringent 
review by the State.  As far as the ownership of the property, we are open to look 
at different ways to do it, but will have it nailed down by the end of the project, it 
will probably be an Association.  As far as the detention pond, we will be setting 
up a drainage district which will allow for the maintenance of the detention pond, 
set up through the Drain Commission.  We have been talking to M-Dot regarding 
the property they own to the west.  Sometimes with those extra pieces of 
property they are willing to sell, which is why we have it stubbed to the end of the 
property. If they are not willing to sell and they want to maintain that, then we 
would put in a permanent cul-de-sac.  And the Road Commission would require 
us to put a temporary cul-de-sac on each one so they can turn the snowplows 
around.  Member Mead asked if they ran perk tests.  Mr. Hanco states that soil 
borings were taken across the property and were submitted to the Health 
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Department for their approval.  Member Mead wants to know if, on the proposed 
lots, are there any wetlands or is it limited just to the open space.  Mr. Hanco 
replies that they haven’t done an official evaluation of the wetlands, but have 
used the wetland maps online with the DEQ.  Usually those maps are very 
conservative and we don’t see an issue with that.  Member Waalkes curious 
about the contours for the water drainage.  Mr. Hanco states that the detention 
pond is in the lowest contour area and the proposed street is along the ridge.  
Member Mead states that the contour has a 4 Ft. increase elevation noting that it 
will not flow uphill.  Mr. Hanco says if it is a wetland area we will not do anything 
with it.  If it is not, then we will do extensive excavation to the detention pond, 
use that to fill in low areas in the road. It is a lower outlet that’s why we placed it 
in that area.  Member Mead is concerned that the water will flow right on to the 
neighboring property and drain the pond.  Director Peterson’s answer is that we 
are approving a lot layout plan, they will have to have the drainage worked out by 
the time it comes back to the Planning Commission, and so we are not reviewing 
the detailed drainage plan yet.  Mr. Hanco has gotten approval from the drain 
commission. 

 
 Member Waalkes made a motion to forward a positive recommendation to the 

Township Board for Case 15:3282 for tentative preliminary approval of a new 
platd subdivision for 21 single family detached homes with the five conditions 
as stated: 

 They meet the rest of the requirements for the final preliminary Plat 
approval.   

 We will need a copy of the Private Deed Restriction Agreement that includes 
the airport recognition statement.  

 We will need the Special Assessment Agreement.   

 We do require subdivisions to have street lights and street trees and we will 
need a plan to show this will be completed.   

 We also will need a block grading plan which shows that they put thought 
into how the lots will drain. 

Support by Member Robinson.  Motion carried 8-0. 
 

ARTICLE 8. Kent County Road Commission Five-Year Road Improvement Plan 
  

Director Peterson presented the plan.  The plan is put together by the Kent 
County Road Commission with input from Cascade Township.

5. Planning Commission for Review and Adoption 
6. Township Board for Final Review and Adoption. 

 

Each project has an assessment and a prioritization of each project given by the 
Planning Commission and Township Board.  The benefit of this plan is the focus 
of attention on goals, needs and capabilities and optimizes the use of the 
taxpayers’ dollars.   
 

Funding can be from Millage, General Obligation or Revenue Bonds, Tax 
Increment Financing, Grants, Special Assessments, Sale of Assets, etc. 
 

Our Capital Improvement Plan over the next six years includes 49 projects 
totaling just over $24,000,000.   Discussion followed regarding projects in the 
Plan, most notably the new Township Hall, cemetery expansion, Cascade 
Recreation Park, Township Entryway Signage, Bus Stops for the Rapid, Vehicle 
replacement for the Fire Department, Cascade Dam repair fund, Pathways, 
Township Water Pressure Project, Thornapple River Drive utility expansion,  
DDA Fund, and Riverfront land purchases.

FACTS: 
Attached for your review is the 2016 Cascade Charter Township Strategic Plan – Work Plan. The 
Work Plan action matrix serves as a “road map” for each set of goals and objectives. Some of the 
action matrixes involve conclusions for that particular task in 2016, while some set up work for 
2017 and beyond.  
 
The primary thing to keep in mind with the new 2016 Work Plan is that it is a living, fluid 
document. As we work through each step of the matrix, there is the possibility for the steps to 
change. Steps might be added as challenges are realized, steps might be subtracted as new 
information becomes available and action matrixes may be eliminated if standards aren’t 
attainable. 
 
At the end of each action matrix is a narrative update. This is where you will find updated 
information on the progress that has been made for each task when the quarterly reports are 
issued.  
 
ANALYSIS & CONCLUSIONS: 
Preparation for the 2016 Cascade Charter Township Strategic Plan – Work Plan began in 
October with the Township Board Budget and Strategic Plan workshop. During this meeting the 
3rd Quarter report for the 2015 Work Plan was reviewed and was used as a starting point for 2016 
work plan. Based on the feedback received from the Board Members, the draft 2016 Work Plan 
was completed and presented to the Infrastructure Committee for consideration. During their 
12/1/15 meeting the Infrastructure Committee reviewed the draft plan and made 
recommendations for further refinements. Recommendations made by the Infrastructure 
Committee included: 

• Language clarifications to make the document easier to understand. 
• Inclusion of a task to work with the KCRC on a 5-year plan for major and arterial roads, 

in addition to our local road plan. 
• Inclusion of a task to develop a 3-year cash flow model. 

 
With these revisions, the Infrastructure Committee has recommended the Township Board 
approve the 2016 Cascade Charter Township Strategic Plan – Work Plan.

FACTS: 
Each year, the Township prepares and adopts a 6-Year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP). The CIP 
outlines a schedule of proposed capital expenditures over the ensuing six-year period (Fiscal 
Years 2016 – 2021). The CIP does not address all of the capital expenditures for the Township, 
but provides for large, physical improvements which are permanent including equipment, 
vehicles, facilities and infrastructure. In order to qualify for inclusion in the CIP a project must 
be consistent with either the Township Master Plan, a State/Federal requirement or a Township 
approved policy. Projects included in the CIP are typically valued at $5,000 or above. 
 
The CIP process begins with individual departments making CIP project requests with input 
from any associated boards or committees. Those requests are then compiled by the Township 
Manager and reviewed in-depth by the CIP review committee, a function served by the 
Infrastructure Committee. Once the projects have been reviewed and prioritized for inclusion, the 
Township Manager prepares the CIP document, which includes the first-year Capital 
Improvement Budget for consideration in the FY 2016 budget. The CIP is then forwarded to the 
Planning Commission for review and adoption, and if adopted is then forwarded to the Township 
Board for final adoption. 
 
It should be noted that the CIP is a planning document, not a budget document. The approval of 
the CIP does not authorize any project in the document. Rather, the CIP provides a roadmap for 
the Township staff to make recommendations to the Board in coming years for proposed 
projects, programs and purchases.

• Resolution to adopt the CIP 

 
ANALYSIS & CONCLUSIONS: 
Various boards, commissions and committees of the Township have been involved in the 
drafting of the proposed CIP including the Infrastructure and Fire Department Advisory 
Committees, the Parks Committee, the Downtown Development Authority and the Planning 
Commission. In the final draft, there are 49 projects being recommended for a total of 
$24,387,000. A summary breakdown of the proposed projects by department is offered below:

Those projects will brought before the Township 
Board on an individual basis for approval, and the appropriate budget adjustments will be made 
if approved. All other projects will be brought before the Township Board before budgeted funds 
are expended.

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Chapter 2 - Introduction 
 

Several factors influence infrastructure management, including the type of project being 
considered and the financing options available to fund the project. Whether to develop a 
new neighborhood park or to extend sewer or water lines to an existing neighborhood is 
a difficult decision when a choice has to be made between them. The Township may not 
have enough money available for all the projects it would like to do. The challenges to 
retain and/or expand Township services in the midst of shrinking resources and 
increasing costs has put pressure on Township government to make its limited capital 
resources work more efficiently. Administration, elected and appointed officials, and staff 
have taken several steps to make its capital expenditures more closely reflect its long-
range objectives. One such stride is the continuing commitment to ensure that the most 
needed projects are funded and that the results are those that are called out in the 
adopted plans and policies. The capital improvements plan accomplishes this. 
 
Capital Improvements Projects 
 
Projects generally considered capital improvements are large, expensive and permanent 
in nature. They often place a continuing financial burden on the Township (planning and 
design, maintenance, operations, energy requirements, legal responsibilities, etc.). The 
capital improvements program addresses all of the capital expenditures for the 
Township that are valued over $5,000. It represents the large projects in the near future.  
 
The Capital Improvements Budget (CIB) shows projects scheduled to be funded in the 
upcoming fiscal year. Voting to accept the Capital Improvements Budget does not mean 
that Township Board approves all the projects that it contains. Acceptance acknowledges 
only that they agree with the Township Manager that these projects represent a 
reasonable interpretation of the upcoming needs for the Township. 
 
The Relationship between the Capital Improvements Budget and the 
Annual Budget 
 
As indicated above, the capital improvements budget includes projects that 
anticipate funding in the first fiscal year. The annual budget itemizes the money 
needed for all municipal purposes during the next fiscal year. This includes the 
day-to-day operational expenses of the Township, such as salaries and supplies. 
The projects included in the capital improvements budget are directly included in 
the annual budget, and all funding sources required to pay for the projects are 
confirmed. Approving a particular project still takes place by appropriating money 
as individual requests come before Township Board throughout the fiscal year. 
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The Relationship between the Capital Improvements Program and the 
Township Planning Process 
 
Ideally, comprehensive land use planning influences capital improvements 
programming. The long-range master plan should yield the perspective on which 
the mid-range CIP is based. Each type of land use has different degrees of need for 
capital facilities. For example, a use that requires extensive parking and paving 
places a burden on the storm water system designed to handle the drainage from 
the site. The Township will need differing water system improvements and 
firefighting equipment if a land use plan recommends certain densities of 
residential development or commercial use for a certain location. These and other 
possible changes in the Township land use policies necessitate a linkage with the 
capital improvements program. 
 
On the other hand, a capital improvements program may show that some land should not 
be zoned for a particular use because it is too expensive to provide the necessary 
infrastructure. For example, zoning land for industrial use without nearby sewer and 
water lines makes little sense. Many communities have over zoned the amount of land for 
industrial use, hoping for increases in tax base. However, often it is too expensive to install 
the needed services and no prospective manufacturing firm would be willing to pay for 
installation. Thus, a capital improvements program may help revise the zoning map. 

The best strategy is to coordinate the capital improvements program with the master plan 
and zoning ordinances, to ensure that adequate utility and transportation services will be 
available in areas targeted for growth or redevelopment. Different zoning districts will 
need different services and infrastructure. 
Many people view the long-range nature of the master plan as one of its greatest 
strengths. Because it is long-range, typically 20 years in the future, it provides a steady 
course for the community for a significant period. It contains a vision not subject to short-
term obstacles. However, that strength can also be its weakness. The long-range character 
of the plan also has an air of unreality, which may provide little guidance for decision 
makers who must invest in the expansion of a water system in the next five years. Over 
the past few years, the correlation between the master plan components and the CIP has 
become stronger. In fact, recent changes to the Township Planning Act now allows for the 
development of a CIP and many legal and planning experts suggest the development of a 
CIP as a means to insure the township’s master plan is legally enforceable, should it be 
challenged in court. Before the development of the CIP, the Township has begun to take 
incremental steps towards capital improvements planning. The Cascade Charter 
Township Park and Recreation Plan, the DDA Tax Increment Financing Plan, the Village 
Design Plan and the Complete Streets Plan all provide implementation recommendations 
that link the future vision of the community to relatively short-term actions. 
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The first recommended program policy in the CIP recognize the importance of the link 
between the Capital Improvements Plan and implementation of the master plan. In 
bringing most, if not all, of the decision makers together into the planning process, and by 
using the CIP process to reinforce the desired future land use patterns, the Township's 
physical future can be better shaped. 
 
Legal Basis for Capital Improvements Programming 
 
The State of Michigan provides for the development and use of a capital improvements 
program in the Township Planning Act (Section 10, Act 263 of the Public Acts of 2001). 
The Act briefly states that, “a township may adopt a capital improvement plan.” The Act 
does not specifically outline a procedure, however many land use planning publications 
provide a recommended process. 
The Benefits of Capital Improvements Programming 
 
All communities need to develop a capital improvements plan. With time, public 
facilities need major repair, replacement or expansion. Maintaining and upgrading 
a community's capital stock requires significant financial investment. This 
investment must be weighed against other community needs and analyzed in light 
of community goals. Cascade Charter Township, like many communities, is under 
pressure to make efficient use of capital resources and must make difficult choices. 
There are more needs than can be satisfied at once, and the selection of one 
investment over another may shape the development of the community for years 
to come. 
 
Capital improvements programming is a valuable tool to ensure that choices are 
made wisely. The Township's development goals are implemented, in part, by the 
careful provision of capital facilities. The benefits of this systematic approach to 
planning capital projects include the following: 
 

Focuses attention on community goals, needs, and capabilities. 
 

Through capital improvements, programming, capital projects can be brought into 
line with the Township's objectives, anticipated growth, and financial capabilities. 
Considered individually, a new park, water system improvements, and street 
widening may be great ideas. However, each project may look quite different 
when, in the course of the CIP process, it is forced to compete directly with other 
projects for limited funds. 
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Optimizes use of the taxpayer's dollar. 
 
The capital improvements plan helps the Township Board and Township Manager 
make sound annual budget decisions. Careful planning of capital improvements 
helps prevent costly mistakes. In addition, capital planning allows the Township 
to save money in several other ways. For example, investors in municipal bonds 
tend to look more favorably on communities that have a CIP; if bond financing is 
selected for a capital improvement project, the Township may realize significant 
savings on interest. The CIP can also provide an opportunity, assuming funds are 
available, to purchase land at a lower cost in advance of construction. 
 

Guides future growth and development 
 
The location and capacity of capital improvements shape the growth of the 
Township. The Township Board can use the CIP to develop well thought out 
policies to guide future land use and economic development. The process can also 
ease political decision making by providing a rationale for approving or rejecting 
requests for immediate capital expenditures. 
 

Encourages the most efficient government 
 
Interdepartmental coordination of capital improvements programming can reduce 
scheduling conflicts and ensure that no single function receives more than its fair 
share of resources. In addition, the CIP can be used to promote innovative 
management techniques and improve governmental efficiency and effectiveness. 
 

Improves the basis for intergovernmental and regional cooperation. 
 
Capital improvements programming offers public officials of all governmental units 
(Cascade Charter Township, City of Grand Rapids, Kent County Road Commission, 
Gerald R. Ford International Airport, Kent County, Kent District Library, Caledonia 
Public Schools, Forest Hills Public Schools, Lowell Public Schools and the Downtown 
Development Authority), an opportunity to plan the location, timing, and financing of 
improvements in the interest of the community as a whole. 
 

Maintains a sound and stable financial program. 
 

Having to make large or frequent unplanned expenditures can endanger the financial 
well-being of the Township. Sharp changes in the tax structure or bonded indebtness 
may be avoided when construction projects are planned and scheduled at intervals over 
a number of years. When there is ample time for planning, the most economical means of 
financing each project can be selected in advance. Furthermore, a CIP can help the 
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Township avoid commitments and debts that would prevent the initiation of other 
important projects later. 
 

Enhances opportunities for participation in federal or 
state grant-in-aid programs 

 
Preparing a CIP improves the Township's chance of obtaining aid through federal and 
state programs that provide funds for planning, construction and financing of capital 
improvements. There has been little activity in the federal and state grant field recently. 
Nevertheless, there are cyclical patterns to federal and state programs. The CIP is 
considered a "public works shelf that contains projects which can be started quickly by 
having construction, or bid, documents ready should any grants become available. 
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Chapter 3 - Program Summary 
 

The Capital Improvements Plan Process 
 
The capital improvements plan is a distinct element of the annual budget process 
that flows through the Township government in somewhat separate channels. The 
CIP process occurs earlier in the annual cycle than the annual budget. This initial 
CIP was developed through the Manager’s office. The Township Manager and staff 
will coordinate all operating expenditures. The entire process takes several months 
to complete. 

 
 
Cascade Charter Township used a traditional needs driven approach to develop its 
initial CIP. The process for developing the CIP involved the following steps

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Step 1: Organize the Process 
 
Staff began meeting in August to establish the administrative and policy framework 
within which the CIP process would operate. Before this first step, the Township 
Manager met with department heads to get their input on upcoming capital purchases 
and to explain the CIP development process.  
 
Step 2: Develop Criteria 
 
The second task of staff was to review different criteria for capital improvement 
projects. Literature from planning organizations and other communities with long 
established capital improvements planning programs were compared. Based upon the 
review staff adopted program priorities which are explained in further detail, later on 
in this section. 
 
Step 3: Develop Project Requests 
 
In September, the Township Manager issued a memorandum to all department 
heads, requesting that they submit proposed capital improvement projects to the 
Manager’s Office. Forms accompanied the memorandum and deadline dates. The 
department heads that develop project requests were given guidance by the 
Manager throughout August and September. The project request form is a useful 
tool for ensuring that proposed projects are well thought out and based on realistic 
assessment of need. 
 
Because the Township may not have sufficient funding capacity to meet all the 
capital needs, priorities are set, based on the criteria established earlier in the 
process. Departments that submit proposals typically will rank their own projects. 
Priority rankings do not necessarily correspond to funding sequence. For example, a 
park improvement project ranked lower than a fire equipment purchase may have 
better access to funds. The fire equipment could require more funds and have to 
wait for grants or a voter-approved millage. A project’s desirability depends on a 
number of factors – not only what it is, but also on how it’s done, where it may be 
located, how much it costs and its funding potential. 
 
 
Step 4: Present Departmental Projects 
 
The objective now is to pull together a CIP that was sensitive to the policies that have 
been adopted and contained projects that related to the master plan objectives. 
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Step 5: Screen, Evaluate and Prioritize Projects 
 
The most difficult task for staff normally occurs in late September  and early October 
when it evaluated and prioritized the projects submitted for approval.  This is a critical 
component of the CIP process. Project selection must correspond to the amount of 
money assumed available for capital spending. Within the limited budget, is a new 
park vehicle or a water line extension of greater importance? Shrinking funds and 
rising costs incurred in maintaining and rehabilitating deteriorating infrastructure 
make the process of selecting the most vital capital projects even more crucial and 
difficult. The merits of each project must be judged against the policies and criteria of 
the CIP process and the goals of each component of the master plan. Does the project 
conform in terms of location, size, service provided, relation to its service area, effect on 
land use patterns, and relation to public policy and community goals? More than 
merely a technical process, prioritization involves value preferences, policy choices and 
political actions. Throughout the examination of the proposed projects, staff attempted 
to overcome some inherent problems in the CIP process: 
 

a) Government projects are difficult to evaluate because of their diversity and 
the fact that many, essentially, are not comparable. Individual CIP project 
requests reflect the need to serve different constituencies and diverse 
community values. Staff must attempt to reconcile and balance conflicting 
community values and judgments. 

 
b) Staff must continually approach the decisions required in this process 

rationally and analytically regardless of political forces. While conflicting 
interests within the political process are acknowledged, staff must attempt to 
develop a program that provides the most benefit to the entire community. 

 
c) It is inevitable that the number of projects requested exceeds available 

funding. In the endeavor to provide better service to the community, 
departments often propose capital projects that, unfortunately, go un-funded. 
This process should not discourage departments from continuing to submit 
proposals, but should develop into a mechanism to help in the effort to uncover 
alternate sources of funding and see that higher-priority projects get 
implemented. 

 
The initial review (evaluation of project impact) takes place without regard to funding 
availability and focuses on policies and the objectivity and judgment based on input 
from Township staff. In the future, staff will review the following impacts of projects: 
 

 Fiscal consequences. 
 Health and safety effects. 
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 Community economic effects. 
 Environmental, aesthetic, and social effects. 
 Disruption and inconvenience caused during construction. 
 Distributional effects (who benefits, who pays). 
 Feasibility 
 Implications of deferring the project 
 Amount of uncertainty and risk. 
 Effects on inter-jurisdictional relationships. 

 
Next, the projects are placed into the appropriate funding priority group in relation 
to their necessity or urgency. Although many communities have developed detailed 
weighted ranking systems, staff has consciously avoided this type of system. The 
staff has established the following classification system to prioritize proposed 
projects: 
 
Priority A - Essential 

Urgent, high-priority projects that should be done if possible. These 
include projects that are required to complete a major public 
improvement; projects that would address an emergency, or remedy a 
condition dangerous to public health, welfare, and safety, projects that 
would provide facilities for a critically needed community program; 
projects needed to correct an inequitable distribution of public 
improvements in the past and projects vital to the economic stability of 
the City. A special effort is made to find sufficient funding for all of the 
projects in this group. 

 
Priority B - Desirable 

High-priority projects that should be done as funding becomes 
available. These include projects that would benefit the community, 
and projects whose validity of planning and validity of timing have 
been established. 
 

Priority C - Acceptable 
Worthwhile projects to be considered if funding is available. These are 
projects that are adequately planned, but not absolutely required, and 
should be deferred to a subsequent year if budget reductions are 
necessary. 
 

Priority D - Deferrable 
Low-priority projects which are desirable but not essential and can be 
postponed without detriment to present services. 
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In addition, projects may be eliminated from consideration if it is determined that they 
pose a serious question of community need, adequate planning, or proper timing. This 
step is also conducted without consideration of project cost or funding. 
 
Step 6: Select Projects 
 
In the end, the availability of funds each year, as approved by the Township Board 
upon the recommendation of the Township Manager, determines the number of 
projects that are funded. 
 
As with the measurement of project impacts in Step 5, placing projects in priority 
groupings relies on the judgment of staff, and is not a completely objective process. 
The criteria used are not subject to precise measurement. This judgment is not 
arbitrary and is done within the context of the plans, policies and the goals of the 
master plan. 
 
The Township Board ultimately approves the assumptions, criteria, policies, and 
recommendations of the staff by accepting the CIP. Depending on the policy, 
modifications are expected throughout the process. This is considered an essential part 
of the procedure, placing the burden on those who dissent to assess the policies 
underlying the recommendations and to advocate their differences, resulting in the 
necessary evolution of the entire capital planning process. 
 
Step 7: Prepare and Adopt the CIP and CIB 
 
In Step 2 of the process, broad criteria are established to help staff plan capital 
improvement projects. As the process continues, and increasingly detailed information 
emerges, projects may be added, altered, or abandoned. Eventually, staff arrives at a 
final list of projects that is submitted to the Township Manager and the Planning 
Commission for review. 
 
The Township Manager and Planning Commission evaluate the CIP package in 
light of additional information, and makes final programming decisions before 
sending the CIP on to Township Board. The Board accepts the CIP after its review. 
Acceptance is not a commitment to finance the approved projects, but is a 
statement of policy regarding the Township's approach to meeting its future capital 
needs.

Chapter 4 - Program Funding 

 
Because capital improvement projects involve the outlay of substantial funds, 
numerous sources are necessary to provide financing over the life of the project. Most 
capital funding sources are earmarked for specific purposes and cannot be transferred 
from one capital program to another. For instance, funds raised by the Pedestrian 
Pathway millage must be used for the purpose that was stated when the millage was 
approved by the electors. The CIP has to be prepared with some assumptions as to the 
amount of money to be available. The following is a summary of the funding sources for 
projects included in the capital improvements program. 
 
General Obligation (G.O.) and Revenue Bonds 
 
When the Township sells bonds, purchasers are, in effect, lending money to the 
Township. The money is repaid, with interest, from taxes or fees over the years. The 
logic behind issuing bonds (or "floating a bond issue") for capital projects is that the 
citizens who benefit from the capital improvements over a period of time should help 
the Township pay for them. The Township issues bonds in two forms: 
 

General Obligation Bonds 
Perhaps the most flexible of all capital funding sources, G.O. bonds can be used 
for the design or construction of any capital project. These bonds are financed 
through property taxes. In financing through this method, the taxing power of 
the Township is pledged to pay interest and principal to retire the debt. Voter 
approval is required and the amount is included in the Township's state-
imposed debt limits. G.O. Bonds are authorized by a variety of state statutes. 
 
Revenue Bonds 
Revenue bonds are sold for projects, such as water and sewer systems, that 
produce revenues. Revenue bonds depend on user charges and other project-
related income to cover their costs. Unlike G.O. bonds, revenue bonds are not 
included in the Township's state-imposed debt limits because they are backed by 
the full faith and credit of the Township. Revenue Bonds are authorized by a 
variety of state statutes. 
 

Tax Increment Financing (TIF) 
 
TIF is a municipal financing tool that can be used to renovate or redevelop declining 
areas while improving their tax base. TIF applies the increase in various state and 
local taxes that results from a redevelopment project to pay for project-related public 
improvements. For purposes of financing activities within the Cascade Village district, 
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the Downtown Development Authority adopted a 30-year TIF plan in 2011. TIF is 
authorized by Public Act 281 of 1986, the Local Development Finance Authority Act 
and Public Act 450 of 1980, the Tax Increment Financing Act. 
 
Millages 
 
The property tax is one of the most important sources of Township revenue. The 
property tax rate is stated in mills (one dollar per $1,000 of valuation). This rate is 
applied to the taxable value of a property to determine the property tax. Millages are 
voter-approved taxes which are specifically earmarked for a particular purpose. The 
Township is authorized to utilize millages under Public Act 90 of 1976, the Charter 
Township Act. 
 
Federal and State Funds 
 
The federal and state governments make funds available to townships through 
numerous grants and programs. Some federal and state funds are tied directly to a 
specific program. The Township has discretion (within certain guidelines) over the 
expenditure of others. For the most part, the Township has no direct control over the 
amount of money received under these programs. 
 
Special Assessments 
 
Capital improvements that benefit particular properties, rather than the community as 
a whole, may be financed more equitably by special assessment: that is, by those who 
directly benefit. Local improvements often financed by this method include street 
improvements, sanitary and storm sewers, and water mains. 
 
Developer Contributions 
 
Sometimes capital improvements are required to serve new development. Where 
funding is not available from the Township to construct the improvements, developers 
may agree to voluntarily contribute their share or to install the facilities themselves so 
the development can go ahead. 
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Chapter 5 - 2015 Recommended Capital Improvements Budget

There are a total of 19 projects at a cost of $3,245,000. 7 projects are listed as 
Essential and 12 projects are listed as acceptable.

FACTS: 
In June of 2004 the Township Board approved a resolution to place a fire protection services 
ballot proposal of the August 3, 2004 primary election for 0.5800 mills. That resolution 
contained the following provision: 
 

“That the Township Board agrees that should the ballot proposal be approved by the 
electors, subject to the immediately following sentence, it will commit annually during the 
time the approved millage is levied a minimum of $400,000 from the Township General 
Fund for fire protection services. Such annual commitment may only be suspended by 
formal resolution of the Township Board upon a finding that severe economic conditions 
exist which would cause a budget deficit without such suspension” 
 

The proposed 0.5800 mills for fire protection services was approved by the Cascade Charter 
Township electors in August of 2004 and is currently scheduled to be levied through 2024. The 
Township Board has made the required appropriation each year the millage has been levied. 
 
During the FY2014 budget process it was recommended by the Finance Committee that this 
appropriation be made each year by formal resolution, which it was beginning with the 2014 
fiscal year budget. 
 
 
ANALYSIS & CONCLUSIONS: 
The prepared FY 2016 budget indicates that “severe economic conditions…which would cause a 
budget deficit without such suspension” do not exist. The FY 2016 budget has been prepared 
with a proposed budget surplus after the appropriation has been made, before the effect of 
Capital Improvements is considered. 
 
FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS: 
Approval of the proposed resolution will appropriate $400,000 of general fund support to the fire 
fund. The proposed FY 2016 budget has been prepared with this appropriation.
