Personnel Property Tax...they expect this tax to go away between a 5 — 10 year
period.

e It has been passed by both houses in Lansing to allow County Commissions to
absorb Road Commissions if they so desire. However, we have been assured by
the folks at Kent County that they have no intentions to make any changes.

e  Questioned the “depositing of snow” on ones property. Thought we had an
ordinance regarding this issue. Would like to see an ordinance requiring
plowers be alerted that it be mandatory that it be left on-site.
