The
township will likely host a separate meeting for this PFAS site that is not combined with
the Burger-Goodwood Project meeting.

Township staff have updated the PFAS webpage with the most up-to-date information
on where EGLE is in the process.

They would like to add two members to the committee that are in phase two of the
project.
