Motion was
made by Trustee Koessel and supported by Trustee Fox to approve
the 2010 Property and Liability Insurance contract to Pinnacle
Insurance in the amount of $38,068. Motion carried unanimously.

Consider DDA Recommendation of plans for Streetlights and
Sidewalks along 28" Street.

Assistant to the Manager Otey was present to review the plans.
The sidewalk would start at Kraft on the south side...nothing on
the North side. Streetlights are from Kraft up to the Interchange
continuing with the existing lights. On the west side of the
interchange we will be looking at a shoebox type fixture, they will
be LED streetlights. The DDA has reviewed the plan and they
passed for a favorable recommendation to the Board. Discussion
followed. Motion was made by Trustee Fox and supported by
Trustee Goldberg to approve the DDA recommendation of plans
for Streetlights and Sidewalks along 28" Street.

Consider Reimbursement of The Nature Conservancy for
Bolt/Grand River Properties.

Planning Director Peterson was present to review the request for
reimbursement. Director Peterson indicated our agreement with
the Nature Conservancy (TNC) provided that the Township would
reimburse the TNC for costs and expenses associated with the
acquisition of the property as well as interest. The agreement
states “that the expenses shall not exceed $36,000 unless the
Township consents to a higher amount, which approval shall not
be unreasonably withheld”. Due to the length of time that it has
taken for the State of Michigan to allow us to negotiate a price, the
interest payments are much higher than originally anticipated. The
costs are now calculated at $87,819.66. Staff is recommending
that the Board authorize the payment of the fees to the TNC as
requested in order to close on the property and file for our
reimbursement grant from the State. Discussion followed. Motion
was made by Clerk Goodyke and supported by Trustee Koessel to
approve the reimbursement of The Nature Conservancy for
Bolt/Grand River Properties in the amount of $87,819.66. Motion
carried unanimously.
