• Tom McDonald, Steve Peterson and Rob went down to Lansing and met 
with Lisa the Grants Coordinator for the Michigan Department of 
Natural Resources.  October 15th is the day we will be making a five-
minute presentation before the Trust Fund Board.  The decision will be 
made at the December 6th meeting. 

• Eastern Township Open Space had their photo exhibit here last Tuesday.  
We had 112 pictures displayed.  All the pictures have been divided the 
photos among the six townships and they are now on display at the 
various townships.
