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Director Korhorn stated these temporary regulations will allow for restaurants, retail, 
recreational and other similar uses to obtain administrative site plan approval for the 
following and will expire November 1, 2020: 

1. Temporary drive thru 
2. Outdoor retail sales 
3. Outdoor physical fitness/health activities 
4. Temporary outdoor seating and/or expansion on private or public sidewalks, 

parking lots, and interior landscape areas 
5. Allow for temporary tents and vehicles to be used in conjunction with their 

request. 
 

The board members approved of the regulations from the Township Board to help the 
businesses in the district. 

  

ARTICLE 7.  Review 2019 Annual Report 

Director Korhorn stated that as part of Public Act 57, the DDA is required to submit an 
annual report for the DDA to the State of Michigan Treasury as well as the taxing 
authorities.  The taxing authorities include Cascade Township, Kent County, Kent District 
Library and Grand Rapids Community College.

Subject: Discuss and Consider Cascade Rd. Pathway and Streetlight 
Options (Pathway #3) 

 
Meeting Date:  July 21, 2020 
 

The pathway millage included a pathway extension on Cascade Rd. from 28th St. to 
Burton.  The DDA is responsible for the sidewalk in the District (28th Street to the 
Cascade Hospital for Animals).  The path will be 7’ wide, similar to other sidewalks in 
the district.  We will also be installing streetlights in the area (on both sides of the road).   

If you recall, we asked the engineers to look for a fixture that looks similar to the 
Lumec lights we are currently using in the village and down 28th St.   Two fixtures were 
selected and put out to bid; a base fixture (preferred) and an alternate.  The DDA board 
also requested banner arms be provided with these streetlights.   

Bids were received and K&R is the low bid.  They indicated the base light is a little 
more expensive but the manufacturers were unable to provide the exact type of 
alternate bid fixture/pole combination specified in the Construction Plans, so they 
instead quoted the next closest fixture/pole combination that they had.  However, this 
“next closest combination” does not allow for banner arms.   

Attached are the cutsheets for the base fixture, alternate and “next closest” 
alternative fixtures.   I have also included a photograph of our existing Lumec lights so 
you can compare.    

A decision will need to be made on which fixture should be installed with this 
sidewalk.

Subject: Discuss and Consider DDA Streetlights - LED Conversion 
Meeting Date:  July 21, 2020 
 

If you recall, there are three streetlights on 28th Street (at Old 28th St.) that have 
been retrofitted to an LED option.  At the January meeting we discussed moving forward 
with the conversion and decided to hold off until spring to see if the light output held up.   

The reason for the retrofit conversion is due to high maintenance cost of the existing 
lights and a retrofit option is less expensive than changing the fixtures and the payback 
is a lot lower.     

Tony Kuhtz, Electrical Engineer from Fishbeck, went out to measure the lighting and 
see how things look now compared to when the lamps were installed.  He will provide 
an update on that as well as update the cost spreadsheet.  I will have this information 
for you at the meeting on Tuesday.   

The goal is to complete this project this fall if the DDA decides to move forward with 
the LED conversion.   
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
